Please check our Conflicts of Interest policy to ensure that there is nothing to prevent your review being considered.

Reviews should be submitted on the standard review form. 

However the Scientific Advisory Committee has suggested that reviewers might keep the following questions in mind:

With regard to the proposed project:

· Is there a clear, testable and novel hypothesis?
· Does it have relevance to furthering our understanding of dementia?
· Has the relevant scientific literature been considered?
· And has that consideration been appropriate?
· Are the proposed experiments and their analysis appropriate and feasible?
· Will the experiments provide a good test of the hypothesis?
· Are the costs reasonable?
· Can the work be completed in the proposed timeframe?
· If animal testing is involved does it comply with 3R’s? (for further information please see: Responsibility in the use of animals in bioscience research. )
